Suitable rebated ba�en for fixing panel
to the floor. 

To create a 700 or 750mm finish, trim the end panel to suit at 
the wallside using a small fine toothed saw or shape knife.  It is 
recommneded that sizes are checked prior to cu�ng and fi�ng to 
prevent mistakes from occuring.
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Should the cu�ng of panels be necessary (due to water
pipes or skir�ng board) a small fine toothed saw or sharp 
knife is recommended.
